He stated that he is very pleased with the opening and looks
forward to a very successful school year. He recognized the efforts of Mr. Tartaglia, Mr. Fraser,
Mrs. Becker-Santa, Mr. Rotzman, the entire buildings and grounds crew, Mr. Friedman, Mr.
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East Islip School District approve the disposal of old computer equipment from each elementary
school and computers that were previously donated to the district from TeleSession Corp.
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Mrs. Jessica Carney also asked about the allocation of the funds as a result of the
principal’s retirement and asked for a copy of the line-line budget for 2011/2012. Mr. Fraser
responded that the budget should be on the website and would ensure that it is posted and will
also post the 2010 audited financial reports, which she reported were no longer on the web.
Mrs. Carney also asked if there was any cost savings for buses as a result of the closing of the
Early Childhood Center, to which Mr. Fraser responded there was not. Mr. Reed reported that a
portion of the funds have been used to keep taxes down, as well as, for costs related to the
principal’s retirement.
